September 9, 2009

 

The Liberty Township Zoning Commission held its regular meeting September 9, 2009, in the Liberty Township Building, 816 W Market St., Baltimore OH 43105.  The meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by Chairman Greg Gutman, with the following members present:  Chairman Greg Gutman, Jim Snider, David Stone, Phil Renard, Alternate Betsy Alt, Secretary Ruth Crutcher and Zoning Administrator/Inspector Tom Spring.  Scott Wray was absent.

 

All joined in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag and a moment of silence for our service men/women.

 

Minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved.

 

Chairman Gutman passed out and read e-mail exchanges he had with Holly Mattei. (enclosed) Discussed possibilities of having public hearings on the zoning map.  

 

Holly Mattei suggested if the Zoning Commission could get the map corrected and sent to her by September 23rd, she could get it on the agenda for Regional Planning Commission (RPC) for October 6 meeting, but if it were later than Sept. 23rd it would have to be on the November agenda.  Public hearings by the Zoning Commission have to be held after the recommendation from RPC, then the Zoning Commission will make a recommendation to the Liberty Township Trustees so they can start the public hearing process to make the final approval or denial.

 

October meeting date was discussed.  Since the regular meeting date of October 13th is during the Fairfield County Fair and will affect the attendance at the meeting, it was decided to hole the October meeting on the first Tuesday, which is October 6th.  Motion to make this change was made by Jim Snider, 2nd by David Stone.  Roll call, all yes.  Motion carried.  Secretary will put a notice in the newspaper.  The meeting will begin at the regular time of 7:30 pm.

 

Chairman Gutman read from the Liberty Township Zoning Resolution the section explaining the process for making changes to the map.  

 

Chairman Gutman led a discussion about possible discrepancies in the zoning map.  Secretary Ruth will prepare a list of properties that are in question and mail it to the zoning commission members so they can be ready to discuss possible solutions at the next meeting.

 

A lot of discussion was held on possible changes that may need to be made to the map and how they should be made.  All members joined in the discussion, presenting many possibilities and scenarios and possible solutions.  No decision was made, but all possibilities will be considered at next meeting after members have time to check the list of possible errors.

 

Chairman Gutman passed out copies of the new draft of Rules and Regulations. He asked all members to read them and be ready to discuss them at the next meeting so they can approve or amend them.

 

David Stone passed out copies of a draft of Rules and Order of Business for the Zoning Commission.  These were influenced by Roberts Rules of Order, and would govern how the Zoning Commission meetings were conducted.  These, too, will be discussed next meeting.

 

Tom Spring discussed flag lots, and explained what a flag lot is.  He showed an example of a flag lot, and discussed the problems there could be with front yard setbacks.

 

There being no further business, motion Jim Snider, 2nd David Stone to adjourn at 9:30 pm.
